3. Repeat steps 1-2 with remaining apple fabrics to make 
a total of (4) placemats and (8) coasters.

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COASTER ASSEMBLY
1. Place coaster background and backing, right 
sides together, on top of a coaster-sized fusible 
�eece, and iron in place.
2. Sew ¼” around entire apple. Do not leave an 
opening for turning.
3. Grasp sewn apple in the center from front 
and back, and pull apart.
4. Carefully cut a small “X” in the single layer
of fabric in center just large enough to turn
the coaster right side out.
6. Turn right side out through opening,
and press �at with iron. 

COASTER APPLIQUÉ
1. Remove paper backing from appliqué shapes.
2. Using an appliqué pressing sheet, assemble 
apple center and seeds.
3. Fuse apple center shape in place (this will 
cover “X” opening).
4. Topstitch around entire coaster, and stitch 
appliqué using a complementary thread.
